his king. Not knowing that his partner had a two suiter, he switched to the HK.
Shenkin discarded a diamond and made 10 easy tricks for +790.

In the other room, Denny Clerkin was not so lucky. Rubin had shown a distributional hand when he bid 4NT over 4S.
The C2 was led again and Granovettor won the king. Granovettor now made the sound play of leading the ace of
diamonds. His partner played the deuce and Matt switched back to clubs; his side taking the first five tricks for +800
and a whopping 17 IMP gain to Street.

The interesting thing about this hand is that neither North was willing to venture a diamond bid until Rubin forced a
sacrifice with his 4NT bid. Note that North/South is cold for SH and the suit was barely introduced in either room.

Lev could trump the expected heart opening lead, drive out the CK, and take six
diamonds, five clubs and the ace of spades.
