VuGraph Information

The 2017 Michael Seamon Junior USBCs will be covered on BBO Vugraph starting with the U26 USA1 Semifinal on
Thursday, Dec. 28th. We hope to cover all of the tables in the U26 USA1 Semifinals and Finals, as well as the USA2
Finals. We will also cover at least some of the U21 Semifinal & Final and the Rona & U16 Finals.

To watch the Vugraph online, go to the BBO website where you can either log on directly from your browser, go
to "Vugraph" and choose which table to watch, or use the download version of the BBO software to run BBO on
your computer (only available if you already have it, not to new users). If you choose the latter approach, from
the Lobby, click on the button labeled VUGRAPH and you'll be able to choose which of the matches you want to
watch.

To watch on your smartphone or tablet, install the BBO app and watch using that.

There will often be a "yellow" user on BBO called USBF. If you have general questions, please ask USBF, not one
of the hard-working Vugraph Operators, who may not have time to respond to private messages.

Video from the event will be uploaded to YouTube as soon as we can manage.

After a session, you can review the Vugraph action on our Web Vugraphs, which show each hand played with a
link to bidding and play records. Take a look at the older events currently available (under Archived Results) to
see what we'll have for the 2017 MSJUSBC. Web Vugraphs are posted about half an hour after completion of the
Vugraph show.

2. The city got its current name from railroad engineer J. Edgar Thompson. It’s thought to be a
shortened version of “Atlantica-Pacifica.”

3. Your GPS might be confused if you punch in “Peachtree” as your destination. There are over 55
streets with the name.

4. And it's possible none of them are named for an actual peach tree. Historians suggest they're
named after the Native American village of “Standing Pitch Tree.” The pronunciation corrupted over
the years.

5. Atlanta was the only city in North American destroyed as an act of war. (General Sherman burnt
it to the ground.)

6. Only 400 buildings survived.

7. That’s why the city’s symbol is a phoenix.

8. Lots of airports claim to be the world’s busiest. But Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta International Air-
port truly is the world’s busiest airport.

9. Why? Because Atlanta is a perfect location. It’s just a three hour flight from many major Ameri-
can cities.

10. The terminal is as big as 45 football fields!

11. Atlanta is Georgia’s fifth capital. Savannah, Augusta, Louisville, and Milledgeville boasted the
title earlier.

12. The Georgia State Capitol building is gilded with 43 ounces of locally-mined gold.

In the Open Room, Sean McNally and Richard Hallerman, West and East respectively, disdained the spade
slam and played in the spade game. North led his singleton heart. Declarer won in dummy with the ace, dis-
carding one of his small clubs.. He pulled trump, returned to dummy with the club ace, pitched a diamond
on the HK, played a small diamond from dummy and when the Q popped, he easily made six. Note that the
heart lead left declarer no losing options.

Meanwhile, in the Closed Room, where Calix Tang was North, Jakob Karstens was South, Michasel Xu was
East, and Ethan Xie was West, the auction ended in a very reasonable 6S. Calix led his fifth best diamond
from T9842, playing 3rd and 5th leads. Declarer, naturally, thought the lead was from Qxxxxx or Qxx and
put up the DJ. As you can see, the diamond lead gave him a losing option and, as many of us would, he took
it! South covered the DJ with his singleton queen and when diamonds split 5-1, declarer came up a trick
short of twelve.

The play: After winning the DA in hand, declarer played a club to the ace and discarded his other club on
the HA. He pulled trump but could only come to 11 tricks! Sometimes good bidding to arrive at a good slam
is sadly punished by the lie of the cards.
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
