Noticing LHO have 4+¥ and RHO have exact 3¥ from the auction, Eric decided to
underlead from YA4! Declarer naturally inserted ¥J and Jeff won the YQ and played back
another ¥. Eric YA won, cashed #A, then switched to a #. Jeff won with the #A, knowing
partner only have YA doubleton, played a third round of ¥, which Eric ruffed. So before
declarer even got in lead, she was already down 2.

After the game, | asked Eric why he made such a creative lead and he told me he watched
almost all the ACBL top level KO events on Youtube Channel. He noticed Boye Brogland
had made such leads several times in Providence NABC and finally was able to give it a
try himself. Here is his analysis: As EW had quite some ¥s combined, his YA most likely
could still get a trick even if he underled ¥4. What he could lose is probably just a tempo,
which is not a big deal because he knew he and his partner had black suits well covered.

This reminded me the famous Bols bridge tips | read back in the 1990s, maybe "underlead
from Ax" by Boye Brogeland could be one of them!
